WORK GROUPS OF THE FAMILY PARTNERING COMMITTEE (PROPOSED)

1.

ADVOCATES/SPONSORS. This Work Group is responsible for recruiting and training
ADVOCATES/SPONSORS. A SPONSORwill be assigned to no more than two families .
Sponsors represent Habitat partner families and their needs/problems. They are the
communication link between Habitat partner families and the Habitat Board of Directors.

. FAMILY FINANCES. This work group explains (wht or through the assigned Sponsor)

the financial responsibility Habitat applicants assume upon becoming Habitat
homeowners. This work group is also responsible for providing classes in budgeting,
saving, and legal matters, including mortgage papers, insurance and wills.

SWEAT EQUITY. This work group is responsible to developing policy and procedures
for sweat equity to be performed by Habitat partner families. This group is responsible
for keeping records of all time worked on Habitat projects for each Habitat partner
family. This work group will work closely with each Sponsor of a Habitat partner family.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES. The Educational Opportunities work group, in
close association with the Habitat partner families, will determine areas of need for
information and assistance. It will then design educational opportunities (classes) in the
ascertained subjects. The work group will reach out into the larger community, recruiting

' persons with special expertise in these given areas, to provide instruction.

- THE HOME OWNERS MANUAL This work group will develop a manuai for each

Habitat partner family, following the guidelines of the Habitat For Humanity International

Affiliate Operations Manual, and such other guidelines as may be Pgeveloped by the
Mendocino Coast Habitat For Humanity board of directors. |

HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION. The Homeowners Association work group acts
closely with Sponsors and Habitat partner families. It assists as a catylist in the
development of a Habitat Homeowners Association. The goal is to foster a sense of
community among Habitat partner families, the development of friendships, and a mutual

support system.
